Pope Francis' Prayer for the Extraordinary Jubilee Year of Mercy

Lord Jesus Christ, you have taught us to be merciful like the heavenly Father, and
have told us that whoever sees you sees Him. Show us your face and we will be saved.
Your loving gaze freed Zacchaeus and Matthew from being enslaved by money; the adul-
teress and Magdalene from seeking happiness only in created things; made Peter weep
after his betrayal, and assured Paradise to the repentant thief. Let us hear, as if ad-
dressed to each one of us, the words that you spoke to the Samaritan woman: "If you
knew the gift of God!"

You are the visible face of the invisible Father, of the God who manifests his power
above all by forgiveness and mercy: let the Church be your visible face in the world, its
Lord risen and glorified. You willed that your ministers would also be clothed in weakness
in order that they may feel compassion for those in ignorance and error: let everyone who
approaches them feel sought after, loved, and forgiven by God.

Send your Spirit and consecrate every one of us with its anointing, so that the Jubilee of Mercy may be a
year of grace from the Lord, and your Church, with renewed enthusiasm, may bring good news to the poor,
proclaim liberty to captives and the oppressed, and restore sight to the blind.

We ask this through the intercession of Mary, Mother of Mercy, you who live and reign with the Father
and the Holy Spirit for ever and ever. Amen.

ASSISI PARDON
PORZIUNCULA PARDON is always available under the conditions the Catholic Church has stipulated.
The conditions for receiving the Porziuncula Pardon are:

To receive the the Porziuncula Indulgence on August 2, one must receive sacramental absolution and receive
Holy Communion at Mass during the Period beginning eight days before the Feast of Our Lady of the Angels and
ending eight days after August 2. Additionally, on August 2 itself, one must visit a church where one prays at least
the Creed and an Our Father for the intentions of the Pope. Additionally, one must be completely free of any attach-
ment to sin; if this condition is not met, the indulgence is partial rather then plenary.

However, at the National Shrine of St. Francis of Assisi, the Pardon of Assisi may be received on August 2
(either at the Shrine Church or the Porziuncula Nuova chapel); on October 4th, the Feast of St. Francis of Assisi (in
the Shrine Church); on any two days of one’s own choosing during the year (one day in the Church and one day in
the Porziuncula Nuova); and as often as one makes a formal pilgrimage as part of a group to the Shrine Church or
to the Porziuncula Nuova. (One may receive a plenary indulgence only once a day and it may be applied to oneself
or to the soul of one of the faithfully departed. All the same conditions as on August 2nd apply.)
