ASSISI PARDON 
 PORZIUNCULA PARDON  is always available under the conditions the Catholic Church has stipulated. 

The conditions for receiving the Porziuncula Pardon are: 
     To receive the Porziuncula Indulgence, one must receive sacramental absolution and receive Holy Communion at 
Mass. Additionally, one must visit a church where one prays at least the Creed and an Our Father for the intentions of 
the Pope. Additionally, one must be completely free of any attachment to sin; if this condition is not met, the 
indulgence is partial rather then plenary. 
     At the National Shrine of St. Francis of Assisi, the Pardon of Assisi may be received on October 4th, the Feast of 
St. Francis of Assisi (in the Shrine Church); on any two days of oneôs own choosing during the year (one day in the 
Church and one day in the Porziuncula Nuova); and as often as one makes a formal pilgrimage as part of a group to 
the Shrine Church or to the Porziuncula Nuova. (One may receive a plenary indulgence only once a day and it may 
be applied to oneself or to the soul of one of the faithfully departed.) 

Reflections on the Wisdom from St. Francis

Praised by You, my Lord, through all Your creatures, 

especially Sir Brother Sun, Who is day and through 

whom You give us light, and he is beautiful and radiant 

with great splendor, and bears a likeness of You, most 

High One! (The Canticle of the Creatures) 

 It is very important to know that when St. Francis 

wrote these beautiful words, he was nearly blind. In 

fact, a disease that he had picked up while in the Holy 

Land so affected his eyes that any kind of light was 

painful to him. Yet, he could still praise God for the 

gift of light, and realize that it was a most wonderful 

part of Godôs creation. As we have been reflecting on 

this Lent, Francis of Assisi was able to live in joy and 

peace because he was able to accept that he was a 

creature of God, part of the universe, not its center. 

Accepting that we are not the center of the universe 

might seem to be a bad thing, but as St. Francis shows 

it, it is actually liberating. He was able to enjoy all of 

Godôs creation precisely because he recognized 

himself as a part of it. He was able to become a brother 

to others because he didnôt need to be their savior—

that was Jesusô job. But if we are to let go like Francis, 

we must like him trust in the goodness of God our 

creator, and the power of Jesus, who healed the man 

born blind. So Lent once more is a time to open 

ourselves to God and ask His grace. Lord, we believe, 

help our lack of trust!

  FATIMA CENTENNIAL AND MARIAN 
CONSECRATION 

 Preparation for a year of archdiocesan celebrations 
commemorating the centennial of the apparitions of Our 
Lady at Fatima began on Saturday, March 25, the Solemnity 
of the Annunciation. A Marian Day retreat will be held May 6 
at St. Maryôs Cathedral, with Cardinal William J. Levada as 
main Mass celebrant. Archbishop Salvatore J. Cordileone will 
culminate the year on October 7 by consecrating the 
archdiocese to the Immaculate Heart of Mary. 

 
 The archbishop announced the centennial year and the 
consecration in a March 15 letter to pastors. He urged 
pastors to preach and educate about the ancient meaning of 
such consecrations. 

 
 ñFor this act of consecration to bear 
fruit, I am convinced that we must 
prepare ourselves spiritually and with 
catechesis for this significant day,ò the 
archbishop wrote, noting that a 
committee made up of various priests, 
women religious and laity has been 
meeting in recent months to help 
prepare for the event. The committee 
is spearheaded by Father Charles 
Puthota, archdiocesan director of 
pastoral ministry. 

 
 ñI feel it is very important that our parishioners be aware 
of the history of the Fatima apparitions and in particular the 
role these apparitions have played in the life of the church 
over the past 100 years,ò the archbishop wrote. 

 
 The Marian apparitions began May 13, 1917, when three 
shepherd children, L¼cia Santos and her cousins Blessed 
Jacinta and Blessed Francisco Marto, reported seeing the 
Virgin Mary. They continued once a month until Oct. 13, 
1917, and later were declared worthy of belief by the 
Catholic Church. 

 Pope Francis will go on pilgrimage to the Sanctuary of 
Our Lady of Fatima this May 12-13.
