THE RICHNESS OF LIFE IN CHRIST 

 Today we have the beautiful story of the woman 
promised a child, the wonderful exhortation about life 
in Christ, and a powerful instruction from Jesus. An 
embarrassment of riches? Not if we take Jesus' words 
about "welcome" to heart. The many challenges and 
blessings offered to us today by Elisha, Paul, and Jesus 
should be cause for rejoicing, and welcomed heartily 
into our lives. And, like the great treat that they are, 
they should be enjoyed and shared generously with 
others.  
 Today's reading from Romans was chosen very 
early in the liturgical life of the Church to be the sole 
apostolic instruction received by candidates for 
baptism at the Easter Vigil. This illustrates its 
importance as a core belief, and as a means of 
comprehending the story of the Resurrection. Christ's 
resurrection is not merely a story about something that 
he underwent once upon a time, but it is our story, the 
story of how we joined the other members of the one 
Body of Christ, the church. We were not only dead, 
but we were buried; not ultimately buried, but raised to 
eternal life with Christ.

ASSISI PARDON 
 PORZIUNCULA PARDON  is always available under the conditions the Catholic Church has stipulated. 

The conditions for receiving the Porziuncula Pardon are: 
     To receive the Porziuncula Indulgence, one must receive sacramental absolution and receive Holy Communion at 
Mass. Additionally, one must visit a church where one prays at least the Creed and an Our Father for the intentions of 
the Pope. Additionally, one must be completely free of any attachment to sin; if this condition is not met, the 
indulgence is partial rather then plenary. 
     At the National Shrine of St. Francis of Assisi, the Pardon of Assisi may be received on October 4th, the Feast of 
St. Francis of Assisi (in the Shrine Church); on any two days of one’s own choosing during the year (one day in the 
Church and one day in the Porziuncula Nuova); and as often as one makes a formal pilgrimage as part of a group to 
the Shrine Church or to the Porziuncula Nuova. (One may receive a plenary indulgence only once a day and it may 
be applied to oneself or to the soul of one of the faithfully departed.) 

MERCY NIGHT AT THE SHRINE 

The following is excerpted from a June 28 article in 
California Catholic Daily (cal-catholic.com): 

Over San Franciscoôs ñPrideò weekend, Catholics offered 
three separate evangelical outreaches to the city of St. 
Francis. 

On Friday, June 23, the National Shrine of St. Francis of 
Assisi hosted San Franciscoôs second óMercy Night.ô 
Teams of Catholics, mostly young, went out into the busy 
North Beach neighborhood, which, on a Friday night, is 
filled with young people looking for a good time. 

The evangelizers carried 
lanterns out into the streets 
as a sort of ice-breaking 
device, to start a conversation 
and to invite those passing by 
to visit the Shrine. Inside the 
Shrine the Blessed 
Sacrament was exposed as 
Catholics knelt in prayer and 
meditation. Three priests 
were on hand to hear 
confessions, and passersby 
were invited to deposit their 
prayer intentions into a 
basket and to light a candle at 
the foot of the sanctuary. 
There were also Catholics on 
hand who offered to pray for 
the visitorsô intentions. 

The outreach workedðduring the second hour a group of 
well dressed young ladies entered the church, trying, 
without much success, to walk softly in their high heels as 
they approached the altar. They knelt at the foot of the 
sanctuary, with their candles, prayed for a little before 
leaving. Later one of the evangelizers 
told CalCatholic that the young women were part of a 
wedding party who were out celebrating, and that one of 
them was getting married. When they heard about Mercy 
Night, they decided to enter the Shrine and pray for her. 
Throughout Mercy Night, which lasted from 8-11PM there 
was an average of about 35-40 people in the Shrine. 

Fr. John would like to thank Ed Hopfner of the Archdiocese Office of Marriage and Family Life, the team of bold 
and enthusiastic young adults who facilitated the flow of people; and Fr. Hai, Fr. Patrick, and Fr. Joseph for their 
presence to hear confessions and pray with our visitors. Thanks also to California Catholic Daily for their article 
mention. The National Shrine hopes to be a regular host for events such as Mercy Night in the future.

ARCHBISHOP JOHN R. QUINN 

 

ñThank you all for your prayers for Archbishop Quinn 
during this time of his long illness.  It saddens me, 
though, that I now have to inform you that he passed 
away on Thursday, June 22, 2017.   
 
As you know, he had moved to Jewish Home of San 
Francisco from Saint Maryôs Medical Center.  He stated 
several times since his move that he had achieved his 
goal of leaving the hospital for a new home where he 
could enjoy the fresh air, trees, and the sounds of 
birds in the early morning.  The initial days at Jewish 
Home had gone extremely well, but Archbishop Quinn 
experienced difficulties with his breathing.  He was 
transported to the nearest hospital, but could not be 
revived.  Our hearts are breaking at losing such a great 
priest and friend. 

Archbishop Quinn was 88 years of age, and had served 
as the sixth Archbishop of San Francisco from April 26, 
1977 until December 27, 1995.   He was president of 
the National Conference of Catholic Bishops from 1977 
to 1980.
