The Capuchins 

Reflections on the Wisdom from St. Francis

ñBeing always submissive and subject at the feet of the 
same Holy Church and steadfast in the Catholic faith, 
may we observe poverty, humility and the Holy Gospel 
of our Lord Jesus Christ.ò Rule of the Friars Minor, 
Chapter XII 

 Francis of Assisi realized that he had received the 

Gospel of Jesus Christ through the Church, and that 

through the Church the Lord kept His promise to be with 

His people ñeven to the end of the world.ò Francis could 

have gone off on his own and founded his own church, 

but he knew this was not the will of God. He wanted 

himself and all his brothers, the Friars Minor, to be a part 

of the church, a force of renewal within the body of 

Christ. In the Church Francis not only encountered the 

living Word of God, but 

also Christôs presence in his 

sacraments, especially the 

Eucharist. He reminded his 

brothers in his Testament: ñI 

see nothing corporally of 

the most high Son of God 

except His most holy Body 

and Blood which the priests 

of the holy Roman church receive and administer to 

others.ò Unlike other reformers of this time, Francis did 

not attack the church or criticize—he knew the best way 

to serve God was to focus on his own need for 

conversion, as a sinful member of the body of Christ, and 

to share the call to repentance with his brothers and 

sisters. Because of this, St. Francis contributed to the 

renewal of the Catholic Church not only in his own time, 

but even now, as we saw when Pope Francis took the 

name of the Poverello of Assisi because of the life and 

example. St. Francis, pray for all of us along with St. 

Peter and all our brothers and sisters, the church in 

heaven.

BEATIFICATION OF FR. SOLANUS CASEY 
 The Capuchin Franciscan Order of St. Joseph in Detroit has 
announced that the date for the Father Solanus Casey 
beatification ceremony will be Nov. 18, 2017, at Ford Field in 
Detroit. This follows the historic announcement by Pope Francis 
on May 4 that Casey will be elevated to Blessed in the Roman 
Catholic Church. Beatification is the third step of a four-step 
process to be named a saint. Casey will be the second American-
born male to be beatified. 

 Details on the Fr. Solanus Casey beatification ceremony, 
including ceremony time, will be released in the coming weeks 
and available at solanuscasey.org/beatification. Ticket 
information will be made available by Aug. 15. Ford Field will 
be configured to accommodate approximately 60,000 guests for 
the ceremony. 

 Casey was a member of 
the Capuchin Franciscan 
Order of St. Joseph in 
Detroit and one of the co-
founders of the cityôs 
Capuchin Soup Kitchen. 

 Casey was born in Oak 
Grove, Wis. in Nov. 25, 
1870, and died July 31, 
1957. 

 After his ordination in 1904, Casey served at three different 
parishes in New York before moving to Detroit. Casey was a 
Capuchin Friar credited with miraculous cures and valued for 
his wise and compassionate counsel. He served at St. 
Bonaventure Monastery on Mt. Elliott Street in Detroit, where 
he worked for 21 years as a porter and spent his life in the 
service of people, endearing himself to thousands who would 
seek his counsel. He earned a recognition as óthe Doorkeeperô 
— a brother who would provide soup for the hungry, kind words 
for the troubled and a healing touch for the ill. 

 The Detroit Capuchins continue their ministry to the poor 
and the sick and those in need. They operate the Solanus Casey 
Center, which attracts 250,000 visitors a year. 

 Solanus co-founded the Capuchin Soup Kitchen in 1929 and 
today it serves Metro Detroit by providing food, clothing and 
human development programs to the people of the community. 

 The beatification cause for Casey began in 1976. In 1995, 
Pope John Paul II confirmed that the late friar had lived a model 
life of heroic virtue and titled him as Venerable.

ASSISI PARDON 
 PORZIUNCULA PARDON  is always available under the conditions the Catholic Church has stipulated. 

The conditions for receiving the Porziuncula Pardon are: 
     To receive the Porziuncula Indulgence, one must receive sacramental absolution and receive Holy Communion at 
Mass. Additionally, one must visit a church where one prays at least the Creed and an Our Father for the intentions of 
the Pope. Additionally, one must be completely free of any attachment to sin; if this condition is not met, the 
indulgence is partial rather then plenary. 
     At the National Shrine of St. Francis of Assisi, the Pardon of Assisi may be received on October 4th, the Feast of 
St. Francis of Assisi (in the Shrine Church); on any two days of oneôs own choosing during the year (one day in the 
Church and one day in the Porziuncula Nuova); and as often as one makes a formal pilgrimage as part of a group to 
the Shrine Church or to the Porziuncula Nuova. (One may receive a plenary indulgence only once a day and it may 
be applied to oneself or to the soul of one of the faithfully departed.)
